Basic Local Exhaust 

(EQ 5.1)

ÅBathrooms and kitchens must meet 

ASHRAE 62.2-2007, Section 5: 
ÅKitchen range hood >= 100 cfm

ÅBathroom fans >= 50 cfm

ÅDuct design and installation must meet 

ASHRAE 62.2-2007, Section 7 (Equipment) 

ÅBath fans must be ENERGY STAR-labeled
